Packet must be received NO LATER THAN Friday, June 17,2006. All materials submitted to the
AAIC are confidential, become the property of the AAIC, and will not be returned to the
applicant. Award notification will be made on or about July 29,2006.

Once awarded, scholarships are renewable each academic year for up to four years, provided the
student continues to meet all of the AAIC guidelines. The $1,000 annual award will be made in
$500 payments following the completion of each semester. Each payment is contingent upon
presenting evidence of enrollment and current official sealed transcripts of the previous
semester's credits showing satisfactory levels of academic achievement. Checks will be made
payable to the school and the student, then mailed to the school.
